Re: Dalrymple Bay Coal Terminal (DBCT) : Non-Expansionary Capital (NECAP)
Draft Amending Access Undertaking (DAAU) Submission for Approval to amend
Annual Revenue Requirement (ARR), Revenue Cap and Reference Tariff

The DBCT Access Undertaking (AU) provides for Capital Expenditure incurred by DBCT
Management (DBCTM) to be added to the Regulated Asset Base (RAB). Schedule C Part A
Section 4 (g) requires that following a Review Event, DBCTM will promptly submit to the QCA for
approval, in accordance with the Queensland Competition Authority Act 1997 (QCA Act), a DAAU
to make any necessary amendments to anyone or more of the ARR, the Revenue Cap and the
Reference Tariff to the extent required because of the Review Event.

Pursuant to s.142(1) of the QCA Act, DBCTM hereby requests the QCA's approval to amend the
AU to take into account the actual costs of $11.063M for NECAP Projects completed by 30 June
2009. The requested amendments to the ARR, Revenue Cap and Reference Tariff are as follows:

• in respect of 1 July 2009 to 30 June 2010, an ARR/Revenue Cap of $1,343,134 and a
Reference Tariff of $2.5090;

• in respect of 1 July 2010 to 30 June 2011, an ARR/Revenue Cap of $1,343,174 and a
Reference Tariff of $2.5221.

The above amendment to the approved ARR and Revenue Cap for the year commencing 1 July
2009 will be given effect through a one-off adjustment to invoicing with each of DBCTM's Access
Holders.

In support of our request for approval of these amendments we enclose the Modelling and
Supporting Material.

The costs incurred included expenditure on a Control System Upgrade prior to 1 July 2008 under
the control of the Operator. DBCTM, at the request of the Operator and approved by the
Producers, subsequently took over the funding of this project and rolled the project into NECAP
Series A. In consideration of the materiality of the costs, and the stage of development of the
NECAP Program, the submission of a DAAU for costs incurred in respect of the 1 July 2008
Review Event was reasonably deferred. Those costs are now included in this DAAU.
