Queensland Rail's 2015 Draft Access Undertaking 

On 5 May 2015, we received a draft access undertaking (2015 DAU) from Queensland Rail Ltd to replace the 

existing access undertaking that expires on 30 June 2015. The 2015 DAU was received pursuant to the 
section 133 notice issued on 4 February 2015 under the Queensland Competition Authority Act 1997 

(the QCA Act). 

We intend to conduct an investigation into the 2015 DAU. 

Section 146 of the QCA Act requires us to provide a formal notice to the owner or operator of a service that we 
propose to start an investigation, and to invite submissions. 

Notice of Investigation 

In accordance with section 146 of the QCA Act, we propose to conduct an investigation to decide whether to 

approve Queensland Rail's 2015 DAU. Section 138 of the QCA Act provides that we may approve a DAU if, among 

other things, we have: 

• published the DAU and invited persons to make submissions on it 

• considered those submissions. 

Submissions 

We have published Queensland Rail's 2015 DAU on our website (www.qca.org.au) and have sought submissions 
from interested parties. We invite a written submission from Queensland Rail and Queensland Rail is welcome to 

comment on any aspect of the 2015 DAU. Attached is a 'Submission' page to assist in preparing and lodging 

submissions.

As stated m section 1S7 of the Queensland Competition Authority Act 1997, the QCA must take all reasonable 

steps to ensure the mformation is not disclosed w1thout the person's consent, provided the QCA believes that 

disclosure of the information would be likely to damage the person's commercial act1vit1es and that the 

disclosure of the information would not be in the public interest. Notwithstanding th1s, there IS a poss1bility that 
the QCA may be required to reveal confidential information as a result of a RTI request.
