Under section 143 of the QCA Act, we may only approve a DAAU if, among other things, we have:
(a}  published the DAAU and invited persons to make submissions
(b)  considered those submissions.

We have published the 2014 Extension DAAU on our website (www.qca.org.au) and sought submissions from
interested parties. The due date for submissions is 2 May 2014. A submissions page is attached for your
consideration, should Aurizon Network wish to make a submission.
